Above fields assigned for registration data entry purpose will be subject to change in accordance to 
the required field condition while implementation of the project & as per the requirement of the 
Nodal Agency. 
Other characteristics of the Livestock Management Software: 

• Software designed will be Mobility Based Application. 
• Data should be punched in the software at field level & data will be sent to the main server 

at different time intervals while the sent data also remains in the Mobile device. 
• Data once send to the main server will not be altered at field level without prior permission 

of the Nodal Officer 
Other functionalities: 

• Milk recording: Solution should capture milk yield for morning, evening, provide SMS 
alerts in case of abnormal variation, capture milk sample details, capture dryoff details of 
animals and related reports. Should be able to compute projected milk yield for the cow 

• Reproduction/breeding  Module: Should cover details of Artificial Insemination, 
Pregnancy Diagnosis, Calving, pregnancy termination. Should provide alerts to AI Provider 
on the field for doing PD and Calving. Additionally, should prevent AI Provider from 
wrongly inseminating animals by providing on field Validations.  Examples: Alert to the 
provider when an animal is due for AI (based on Calving or Previous Pregnancy Diagnosis 
Data), etc. 

• Progeny testing: Daily  Alert to the Milk Recorder on the animals he/she is supposed to 
record for a particular day 

•  Nutrition & Ration Balancing Module: The Module should have the capability of taking 
existing Animal Status (Milking, Pregnant, dried off, etc.), Current Animal Data (Eg. 
Weight), current Nutrition Pattern, capability of the farmer to spend on the animal and 
compute the ration to be given to the animal. The system should be capable of capturing the 
current feed of the animal. The system needs to have the capability to compute the 
optimum ration to be provided to the animal by the farmer which is within the means of 
the farmer. The system should also have data regarding nutrition requirements of different 
matter for various periods which is easy for vet on field to analyze. The system should also 
be able to store different types of feed available at district level, their composition and cost. 

•  Animal Health: The system should be able to record vaccinations, its type, vet and other 
related details for individual bovines. The system should also record instances of mass 
vaccination and should mark all the animals as vaccinated. This should be easy to use 
functionality for multiple bovines, instead of single bovine health management. Also Alerts 
to the vets in cases of Vaccines, Medicines, etc. should be provided. For Example: In an 
animal has been ‘De-wormed” in past, the ‘De-worming” should only be done after a 
particular time period. A timely alert to the vet when he is going to do the “de-worming” 
will prevent wrong medication to the animals.  

• Typing: System should have capability for typing of animals based on different physical 
characteristics of the animal 

• Outbreak Reporting: The system should have facility to report outbreaks by vet/officer at 
ground level so that quick action can be taken at that village/taluka level from where 
outbreak has been reported. 

• Admin functionalities: To manage users, disease, villages, reporting etc 
Non Functional capabilities 

• The system should act as an aid to the service provider (AI Worker, Milk recorder, Vet, 
Nutrition Officer) and enable the provider to give best possible service. This means that the 
provider should have all on-field access  to all the relevant animals under their care 
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• The system should ensure the data captured is as accurate as possible. This is only possible 
by having validations at the time of data capture. All necessary  data validations will be 
addressed in the system 

• Software developed should able to generate different types of analytical reports based on 
data entered in the software.

1.c Central Server & Operating System:  
• The Service Provider will be responsible for hosting of central server at his location for

12. NODAL OFFICER: The Chief Executive Officer of the Uttarakhand Livestock Development Board along 
with Addl. Director, Department of Animal Husbandry, Government of Uttarakhand shall be the Nodal 
Officer to provide all help and remove hindrances, if any, to ensure the successful execution of the project 
and inter agency coordination.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDER 
A. INTRODUCTION 

1. Source of Funds 
1.1 The Uttarakhand Livestock Development Board has received a grant in aid of Rs.2.29 lakhs from the 

Government of Uttarakhand towards the cost of implementation of Project for Scientific Registration And 
Life Cycle Management of Cattle Using Radio Frequency Identification Device In Bolus Form on Turn 
Key Basis (With Complete End to End Solution Program) and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this 
Grant to eligible payments under the Contract(s) for which this Invitation for Bids is issued. 

2. Eligible Bidders 
2.1 The Invitation for Bids is open for all eligible bidders from GoI approved countries. 
2.2 Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a firm or 

any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the 
preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the goods 
to be purchased under this Invitation for Bids. 

2.3 Government-owned enterprises in the Purchaser's country may participate only if they are legally and 
financially autonomous, if they operate under commercial law, and if they are not a dependent agency of 
the Purchaser. 

2.4 Bidders shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by the 
Board in accordance with ITB Clause 31. 

3. Eligible Goods and Services 
3.1 All goods and related services be supplied under the Contract shall have their origin in eligible source 

countries. 
3.2 For purposes of this clause, "origin" means the place where the goods are mined, grown, or produced or the 

place from which the related services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, 
processing or substantial and major assembling of components, a commercially recognized product results 
that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components. 

3.3 The origin of goods and services is distinct from the nationality of the Bidder. 
4. Cost of Bidding 
4.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and Chief 

Executive Officer, ULDB, hereinafter referred to as "the Purchaser", will in no case be responsible or liable 
for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process. 

B. THE BIDDING DOCUMENTS 
5. Content of Bidding Documents 
5.1 The goods required, bidding procedures and contract terms as prescribed in the biding documents. In 

addition to the Invitation of Bids, the bidding documents include:

 (b) Instructions to Bidders (ITB); 
 (c) General Conditions of Contract (GCC);

 (g) Bid Form and Price Schedules; 
 (h) Bid Security Form; 
 (i) Contract Form; 
 (j) Performance Security Form; 
 (k) Performance Statement Form; 
 (l) Manufacturer's Authorization Form; 
 (m) Bank Guarantee for Advance Payment Form 
5.2 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and specifications in the bidding 

documents. Failure to furnish all information required by the bidding documents or submission of a bid not 
substantially responsive to the bidding documents in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and may 
result in rejection of its bid. 

6. Clarification of Bidding Documents 
6.1 A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding document may contact in person or may 

make telephonic contact to the office of Chief Executive Officer, Uttarakhand Livestock Development 
Board, 233, Phase-I, Vasant Vihar, Dehradun at any working day before the dead line of the submission of 
bid document.  
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7. Amendment of Bidding Documents 
7.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Purchaser may, for any reason, whether at its 

own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, modify the bidding 
documents by amendment. 

7.2 All prospective bidders who have received the bidding documents will be notified of the amendment in 
writing or by cable or by fax, and will be binding on them. The board will also download amendment if 
any, will be uploaded in the board’s website 

7.3 In order to allow prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendment into account in 
preparing their bids, the Purchaser, at its discretion, may extend the deadline for the submission of bids. 

 
C. PREPARATION OF BIDS 

 
8. Language of Bid 
8.1 The bid prepared by the Bidder, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid exchanged 

by the Bidder and the Purchaser, shall be written in English or Hindi language. Supporting documents and 
printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an 
accurate translation of the relevant passages in the English or Hindi in which case, for purposes of 
interpretation of the Bid, the translation shall govern. 

9.          Documents Comprising / Constituting the Bid 
9.1 The bid prepared by the Bidder shall comprise the following components:  

A] TECHNICAL BID: shall comprise all the documents & bid security as stipulated in bid document.  
B] FINANCIAL BID: shall comprise the following components:  
(a) Bid Form and a Price Schedule completed in accordance with ITB Clauses 10, 11 and 12 

10.  Bid Form 
10.1 The bidder shall complete the Bid Form and the appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the bidding 

documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, their country of origin, 
quantity and prices. 

11. Bid Prices 
11.1 The Bidder shall indicate on the Price Bid the unit prices and total bid prices of the goods it proposes to 

supply under the Contract.  
11.2 Prices indicated on the Price Schedule shall be entered on FOR basis separately in the following manner; 

(i) the price of the goods quoted shall be on FOR basis , including all customs duties and sales and 
other taxes already paid or payable. 

(ii) any Indian duties, sales and other taxes which will be payable on the goods if this Contract is 
awarded. 

(iii) the price for inland transportation, insurance, and other local costs incidental to delivery of the 
goods to their final destination, and 

(iv) the price of other (incidental) services listed in Clause 8 of the Special Conditions of Contract.  
11.3 The Bidder's separation of the price components in accordance with ITB Clause 11.2 above will be solely 

for the purpose of facilitating the comparison of bids by the Purchaser and will not in any way limit the 
Purchaser's right to contract on any of the terms offered. 

11.4 Fixed Price - Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder's performance of Contract and 
not subject to variation on any account. The price can be based on per cow basis, and total of all line items 
in price schedule for proposed number of cows should be provided to understand the overall cost. The per 
cow basis price needs to be provided at least for tagging and registration services and milk recording 
services. 

12. Bid Currencies

13. Bid security

13.2 The bid security is required to protect the Purchaser against the risk of Bidder's conduct, which would

13.5 Unsuccessful bidder's bid securities will be discharged or returned as promptly as possible but not later than 
30 days after the expiration of the period of bid validity prescribed by the Purchaser, pursuant to ITB 
Clause 14. 

13.6 The successful Bidder's bid security will be discharged upon the Bidder signing the contract, pursuant to 
ITB Clause 29, and furnishing the performance security, pursuant to ITB Clause 30. 

13.7 The bid security may be forfeited: 
(a) if a Bidder (i)  withdraws its bids during the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the 

Bid Form;  or  (ii) does not accept the correction of errors; or 
(b) in case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails: 
 (i) to sign the Contract in accordance with ITB Clause 29: or   

(ii) to furnish performance security in accordance with ITB Clause 30.    
14. Period of Validity of Bids 
14.1 Bids shall remain valid for 90 days after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Purchaser. A 

bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive. 
14.2 In exceptional circumstances, the Purchaser may solicit the Bidder's consent to an extension of the period 

of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing (or by cable). The bid security 
shall also be suitably extended. A Bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting its bid security. A 
Bidder granting the request will not be required nor permitted to modify its bid, except as provided in ITB

"ORIGINAL BID" (having one set of Technical Bid & one set of Financial Bid in separate sealed envelops 
clearly marked as “Technical Bid” & “Financial Bid” over the sealed Envelop along with Name of the 
Project, Name of the Firm, Opening Date & Time) and "COPY BID (having one set of Technical Bid & 
one set of Financial Bid in separate sealed envelops clearly marked as “Technical Bid” & “Financial Bid” 
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over the sealed Envelop along with Name of the Project, Name of the Firm, Opening Date & Time).  All 
envelopes should have name of the Project, Name & Address of Bidder, Opening Date & Time.  

16.2 The inner and outer envelopes shall be addressed to the Purchaser at the following address:

16.3 The inner envelopes shall also indicate the name and address of the Bidder to enable the bid to be returned

16.4 If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked as required, the Purchaser will assume no responsibility for 

the bid's misplacement or premature opening. 
16.5 Telex, cable or facsimile bids will be rejected. 
17. Deadline for Submission of Bids 
17.1 Bids must be received by the Purchaser at the address specified under ITB Clause 16.2 no later than the 

time and date specified. In the event of the specified date for the submission of Bids being declared a 
holiday for the Purchaser, the Bids will be received upto the appointed time on the next working day. 

17.2 The Purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids by amending the bid 
documents in accordance with ITB Clause 7, in which case all rights and obligations of the Purchaser and 
Bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended. 

          18. Late Bids 
18.1 Any bid received by the Purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Purchaser, 

pursuant to ITB Clause 17, will be rejected and returned unopened to the Bidder. 
19. Modification and Withdrawal of Bids 
19.1 The Bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after the bid's submission, provided that written notice of the 

modification or withdrawal is received by the Purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of 
bids. 

19.2 The Bidder's modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched in 
accordance with the provisions of ITB Clause 16. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by cable, but 
followed by a signed confirmation copy, post marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids. 

19.3 No bid may be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids. 
19.4 No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of 

the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form. Withdrawal of a bid during, this interval 
may result in the Bidder's forfeiture of its bid security, pursuant to the ITB Clause 13.7.

 The Bidders representative who are present shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In event of the

20.2 The bidders names, bid modifications or withdrawals, bid prices, discounts, and the presence or absence of 
requisite bid security and such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate, 
will be announced at the opening. No bid shall be rejected at bid opening, except for late bids, which shall 
be returned unopened to the Bidder. 

20.3 Bids (and modifications sent pursuant to ITB Clause 19) that are not opened and read out at bid opening 
shall not be considered further for evaluation, irrespective of the circumstances.

time of the bid opening to the time the Contract is awarded. If the bidder wishes to bring additional 
information to the notice to the purchaser, it should do so in writing. 

24.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid comparison or 
contract award may result in rejection of the Bidder's bid. 

 
F. AWARD OF CONTRACT                              

25. Award Criteria 
25.1 Subject to ITB Clause 27, the Purchaser will award the Contract to the successful Bidder whose bid has 

been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined to be the lowest evaluated bid, 
provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the Contract satisfactorily. 

26. Purchaser's right to vary Quantities at Time of Award 
26.1 The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of Contract award to increase or decrease by upto 25 

percentage of the quantity of goods and services originally specified in the Schedule of Requirements 
without any change in unit price or other terms and conditions. 

27. Purchaser's Right to accept any bid and to reject any or all bids 
27.1 The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all 

bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or 
bidders.  

28. Notification of Award 
28.1 Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in 

writing by registered letter or by cable, to be confirmed in writing by registered letter, that its bid has been 
accepted. 

28.2 The notification of award will constitute the formation of the Contract. 
28.3 Upon the successful Bidder's furnishing of performance security pursuant to ITB Clause 30, the Purchaser 

will promptly notify the name of the winning bidder and will discharge its bid security, pursuant to ITB 
Clause 13. 

28.4 If, after notification of award, a Bidder wishes to ascertain the grounds on which its bid was not selected, it 
should address it’s request to the Purchaser. The Purchaser will promptly respond in writing to the 
unsuccessful Bidder. 

29. Signing of Contract   
29.1 At the same time as the Purchaser notifies the successful bidder that its bid has been accepted, the 

Purchaser will send the bidder the Contract Form provided in the bidding documents, incorporating all 
agreements between the parties. 

29.2 Within thirty (30) of receipt of the Contract Form, the successful bidder shall sign and date the Contract 
and return it to the Purchaser. 

30 Performance Security 
30.1 Within thirty (30) days of the receipt of notification of award from the Purchaser, the successful Bidder 

shall furnish the performance security in accordance with the Conditions of Contract, in the Performance 
Security Form provided in the bidding documents or in another form acceptable to the Purchaser. 

30.2 Failure of the successful bidder to comply with requirement of ITB Clause 29.2 or ITB Clause 30.1 shall 
constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security, in which 
event the Purchaser may make the award to the next lowest evaluated bidder or call for new bids. 

31 Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices 
31.1 The CPMU requires that Bidders/ Suppliers/ Contractors, observe the highest standard of ethics during the 

procurement and execution of such contracts. In pursuance of this policy, the Board: 
 (a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: 
 

(i) "corrupt practice" means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of any thing of value 
to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract 
execution; and 
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(ii) "fraudulent practices" means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a 
procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the Borrower, and 
includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to 
establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Borrower of the 
benefits of free and open competition                   

(b) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has 
engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question;

1. Definitions 
1.1 In this Contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated: 

(a) "The Contract" means the agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier, as 
recorded in the Contract Form signed by the parties, including all the attachments and appendices 
thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein; 

(b) "The Contract Price" means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract for the full and 
proper performance of its contractual obligations; 

(c) "The Goods" means all the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials which the Supplier is 
required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract; 

(d) "The Services" means services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and 
insurance, and any other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of 
technical assistance, training and other obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract; 

(e) "GCC" means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section. 
(f) "SCC" means the Special Conditions of Contract. 
(g) "The Purchaser" means the organization purchasing the Goods, as named in SCC. 

 (h) "The Purchaser's country" is the country named in SCC. 
(i) "The Supplier" means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and Services under this Contract  
(j) "Central Project Management Unit-CPMU" means Uttarakhand Livestock Development Board, 

Dehradun. 
(k) "The Project Site", where applicable, means the place or places named in SCC. 
(I) "Day" means calendar city. 

2. Application 
2.1 These General Conditions shall apply to the extent that they are not superseded by provisions in other parts 

of the Contract. 
3. Country of Origin  
3.1 All Goods and Services supplied under the Contract shall have their origin in the member countries and 

territories eligible under the rules of GoI. 
3.2 For purposes of this Clause "origin" means the place where the Goods are mined, grown and produced, or 

from which the Services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing or 
substantial and  major assembling of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is 
substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components. 

3.3 The origin of Goods and Services may be distinct from the nationality of the Supplier. 
4. Standards 
4.1 The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical 

Specification, and, when no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standard appropriate to 
the Goods country of origin and such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution. 

5. Use of Contract Documents and Information; Inspection and Audit by the Board 
5.1 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any provision 

thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of the 
Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the Supplier in 
performance of the Contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and 
shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance. 

5.2 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, make use of any document or 
information enumerated in GCC Clause 5.1 except for purposes of performing the Contract. 

5.3 Any document, other than the Contract itself, enumerated in GCC Clause 5.1 shall remain the property of 
the Purchaser and shall be returned (in all copies) to the Purchaser on completion of the Supplier's 
performance under the Contract if so required by the Purchaser. 

5.4 The supplier shall permit the Board to inspect the Supplier's accounts and records relating to the 
performance of the Supplier and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Board, if so required by 
the Board. 

6. Patent Rights 
6.1 The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, 

trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the Goods or any part thereof in the Purchaser’s 
country. 
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7. Performance Security 
7.1 Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the notification of Contract award, the successful Bidder shall furnish 

to the Purchaser the performance security in the amount specified in SCC. 
7.2 The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss 

resulting from the Supplier's failure to complete its obligations under the Contract. 
7.3 The Performance Security shall be denominated in Indian Rupees and shall be in one of the following 

forms: 
(a) A bank guarantee issued by a nationalized/scheduled bank located in India or a bank located abroad 

acceptable to the Purchaser, in the form provided in the bidding documents or another form 
acceptable to the Purchaser; or 

(b) A demand draft. 
7.4 The performance security will be discharged by the Purchaser and returned to the Supplier not later than 60 

days following the date of completion of the Supplier's performance obligations, under the Contract, 
including any warranty obligations, unless specified otherwise in SCC on written request of the Supplier. 

8. Inspection and Tests 
8.1 The Purchaser or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the Goods to confirm their 

conformity to the Contract specifications at no extra cost to the Purchaser. SCC and the Technical 
Specifications shall specify what inspections and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be 
conducted. The Purchaser shall notify the Supplier in writing in a timely manner of the identity of any 
representatives retained for these purposes. 

8.2 The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), at point 
of delivery and/or at the Goods final destination. If conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its 
subcontractor(s), all reasonable facilities and assistance, including access to drawings and production data-
shall be furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser.  

8.3 Should any inspected or tested Goods fail to conform to the specifications, the Purchaser may reject the 
goods, and the Supplier shall either replace the rejected Goods or make alterations necessary to meet 
specification requirements free of cost to the Purchaser. 

8.4 The Purchaser's right to inspect, test and, where necessary, reject the Goods after the Goods arrival at the 
Project Site  shall in no way be limited or waived by reason of the Goods having previously been inspected, 
tested and passed by the Purchaser or its representatives prior to the Goods shipment. 

8.5 Nothing in GCC Clause 8 shall in any way release the Supplier from any warranty or other obligations 
under this Contract. 

9. Packing  
9.1 The Supplier shall provide such packing of the Goods as is required to prevent their damage or 

deterioration during transit to their final destination as indicated in the Contract. The packing shall be 
sufficient to withstand, without limitation, trough handling during transit and exposure to extreme 
temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit and open storage. Packing case size and weights shall 
take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the Goods final destination and the absence of 
heavy handling facilities at all points in transit. 

9.2 The packing, making and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such 
special requirements as shall be expressly provided for in the Contract including additional requirements, if 
any, specified in SCC and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the Purchaser. 

10. Delivery and Documents 
10.1 Delivery of the Goods shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the terms specified in the schedule 

of Requirements. The details of shipping and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier are 
specified in SCC. 

11. Insurance 
11.1 The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be fully insured in Indian Rupees against loss or damage 

incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified in 
SCC. 

12. Transportation 
12.1 Where the Supplier is required under the Contract to transport the Goods to a specified place of destination 

within India defined as Project site, transport to such place of destination in India including insurance and 
storage, as shall be specified in the Contract, shall be arranged by the Supplier and the related cost shall be 
included in the Contract Price. 

13. Incidental Services 
13.1 The supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following services, including additional services, 

if any, specified in SCC: 
 (a) performance or supervision of the on-site assembly and/or start-up of the supplied Goods; 
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 (b) furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the supplied Goods; 
(c) furnishing of detailed operations and maintenance manual for each appropriate unit of supplied 

Goods; 
(d) performance or supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods, for a period of 

time agreed by the parties, provided that this service shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty 
obligations under this Contract; and 

(e) training of the Purchaser's personnel, at the Supplier's plant and/or on-site, in assembly, start-up, 
operation, maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods. 

13.2 Prices charged by the Supplier for incidental services, if not included in the Contract Price for the Goods, 
shall be agreed upon in advance by the parties and shall not exceed the prevailing rates charged to other 
parties by the Supplier for similar services. 

14. Spare Parts: 
The Bidders will have to furnish the details of spare parts required along with the rate in the bid document.  

15.  Warranty 
15.1 The Supplier warrants that the Goods supplied under this Contract are new, unused, of the most recent or 

current models and that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless provided 
otherwise in the Contract. The Supplier further warrants that all Goods supplied under this Contract shall 
have no defect arising from design, materials or workmanship (except when the design and/or material is 
required by the Purchaser's  Specifications) or from any act or omission of the Supplier, that may develop 
under normal use of the supplied Goods in the conditions prevailing in the country of final destination. 

15.2 This warranty shall remain valid for 24 months after the Goods or any portion thereof as the case may be, 
have been delivered & commissioned to and accepted at the final destination indicated in the Contract. 

15.3 The Purchaser shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising under this warranty. 
15.4 Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, within the period specified in SCC and with all reasonable 

speed, repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof, without cost to the Purchaser other than, 
where applicable, the cost of inland delivery of the repaired or replaced Goods or parts from ex-works or 
ex-factory or ex-showroom to the final destination. 

15.5 If the Supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s) within the period specified in SCC, the 
Purchaser may proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the Supplier's risk and expense 
and without prejudice to any other rights which the Purchaser may have against the Supplier under the 
Contract. 

16. Payment 
16.1 This method and conditions of payment to be made to the Supplier under this Contract shall be specified in 

the SCC. 
16.2 The Supplier's request(s) for payment shall be made to the Purchaser in writing, accompanied by an invoice 

describing, as appropriate, the Goods delivered and the Services performed, and by documents, submitted 
pursuant to GCC Clause 10, and upon fulfillment of other obligations stipulated in the contract. 

16.3 Payments shall be made with in sixty (60) days after submission of the invoice or claim by the Supplier & 
verification by the user. 

16.4 Payment will be made in Indian Rupees. 
17. Prices 
17.1 Prices charged by the Supplier for Goods delivered and Services performed under the Contract shall not 

vary from the prices quoted by the Supplier in its bid, with the exception of any price adjustments 
authorized in SCC or in the Purchaser's request for bid validity extension, as the case may be. 

18. Change Orders 
18.1 The Purchaser may at any time, by written order given to the Supplier pursuant to GCC Clause 32, make 

changes within the general scope of the Contract in any one or more of the following; 
(a) drawings, designs, or specifications, where Goods to be furnished under the Contract are to be 

specifically manufactured for the Purchaser; 
(b) the method of shipping or packing; 
(c) the place of delivery; and/or 
(d) the Services to be provided by the Supplier; 

18.2 If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, the Supplier's 
performance of any provisions under the Contract, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the Contract 
Price or delivery schedule, or both, and the Contract shall accordingly be amended. Any claims by the 
Supplier for adjustment under this clause must be asserted within thirty (30) days from the date of 
Supplier's receipt of the Purchaser's change order. 
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19. Contract Amendments 
19.1 Subject to GCC Clause 18, no variations in or modifications of the terms of the Contract shall be made 

except by written amendment signed by the parties. 
20. Assignment 
20.1 The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the Contract, except with 

the Purchaser's prior written consent. 
21. Subcontracts 
21.1 The Supplier shall notify the Purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this Contract if not 

already specified in the bid. Such notification, in his original bid or later, shall not relieve the Supplier from 
any liability or obligation under the Contract. 

21.2 Subcontracts must comply with the provisions of GCC Clause 3.                                                
22. Delays in the Supplier's Performance 
22.1 Delivery of the Goods and performance of the Services shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with 

the time schedule by the Purchaser in the Schedule of Requirements  
22.2 If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or its sub-contractor(s) should encounter 

conditions impending timely delivery of the Goods and performance of Services, the Supplier shall 
promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon 
as practicable after receipt of the Supplier's notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may, at its 
discretion, extend the Supplier's time for performance with or without liquidated damages, in which case 
the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of the Contract. 

22.3 Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery 
obligations shall render the Supplier liable to the imposition of liquidated damages pursuant to GCC Clause 
23, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 22.2 without the application of 
liquidated damages. 

23. Liquidated Damages 
23.1 Subject to GCC Clause 25, if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods or to perform the Services 

within the period(s) specified in the Contract, the Purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies 
under the Contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to the 
percentage specified in SCC of the delivered price of the delayed Goods or unperformed Services for each 
week or part thereof of delay until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of the 
Percentage specified in SCC. Once the maximum is reached, the Purchaser may consider termination of the 
Contract pursuant to GCC Clause 24. 

24. Termination for Default 
24.1 The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default 

sent to the supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or part. 
(a) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within the period (s) specified in the Contract, 

or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 22; or 
(b) if the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract. 
(c) if the supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in 

competing for or in executing the Contract. 
 For the purpose of this Clause: 
 "corrupt practice" means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of any thing of value to 

influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution. 
 "fraudulent practice" means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement 

process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the Board, and includes collusive practice 
among Bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-
competitive levels and to deprive the Board of the benefits of free and open competition. 

24.2 In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part, pursuant to GCC Clause 24.1, the 
Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, Goods or Services 
similar to those undelivered, and the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess costs for such 
similar Goods or Services. However, the Supplier shall continue the performance of the Contract to the 
extent not terminated. 

25. Force Majeure 
25.1 Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22, 23, 24, the Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of 

its performance security, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in 
performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force 
Majeure. 

25.2 For purposes of this Clause, "Force Majeure" means an event beyond the control of the Supplier and not 
involving the Supplier's fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not 
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limited to, acts of the Purchaser either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolution, fires, 
floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.                                                  

25.3 If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such 
conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall 
continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all 
reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. 

26. Termination for Insolvency 
26.1 The purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, if the 

Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation 
to the Supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy 
which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser. 

27.  Termination for Convenience  
27.1 The Purchaser, by written notice sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at 

any time for its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the Purchaser's 
convenience, the extent to which performance of the Supplier under the Contract is terminated, and the date 
upon which such termination becomes effective. 

27.2 The Goods that are complete and ready for shipment within 30 days after the Supplier's receipt of notice of 
termination shall be accepted by the Purchaser at the Contract terms and prices. For the remaining Goods, 
the Purchaser may elect: 

 (a) to have any portion completed and delivered at the Contract terms and prices; and/or 
(b) to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed amount for partially completed Goods 

and for materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier. 
28.  Settlement/ Resolution of Disputes   
28.1 The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation 

any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the contract. 
28.2 If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual 

consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its intention to 
commence arbitration, as per Indian Laws, as to the matter of dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this 
matter may be commenced unless such notice is given. 
28.2.1 Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration has 

been given in accordance with the Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be 
commenced prior to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract. 

28.2.2 Arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with the Indian Laws  
28.2.3   Only local court shall have jurisdiction of dispute 

28.3 Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein; 
(a) the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract unless they 

otherwise agree; and 
(b) the Purchaser shall pay the Supplier any monies due the Supplier. 

29.  Limitation of Liability   
29.1 Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduct, and in the case of infringement  

(a) the Supplier shall not be liable to the Purchaser, whether in contract, tort, or otherwise, for any 
indirect or consequential loss or damage, loss of use, loss of production, or loss of profits or interest 
costs, provided that this exclusion shall not apply to any obligation of the Supplier to pay liquidated 
damages to the Purchaser; and  

(b) the aggregate liability of the Supplier to the Purchaser, whether under the Contract, in tort or 
otherwise, shall not exceed the total Contract Price, provided that this limitation shall not apply to 
the cost of repairing or replacing defective equipment.       

30.  Governing Language 
30.1 The contract shall be written in English language. Subject to GCC Clause 30, English / Hindi  language 

version of the Contract shall govern its interpretation. All correspondence and other documents pertaining 
to the Contract which are exchanged by the parties shall be written in the same language. 

31. Applicable Law 
31.1 The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Union of India. 
32.  Notices 
32.1 Any notice given by the one party to the other pursuant to this Contract shall be sent to other party in 

writing or by cable, telex or facsimile and confirmed in writing to the other Party's address specified in 
SCC. 

32.2 A notice shall be effective when delivered or on the notice's effective date, whichever is later. 
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33. Taxes and Duties 
33.1 A Suppliers shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, octroi, road permits, etc., 

incurred until delivery of the contracted Goods to the Purchaser.  
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SPECIAL CONDITION OF CONTRACT 

 
The following Special Conditions of Contract shall supplement the General Conditions of Contract. 
Whenever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in the General Conditions of 
Contract. The corresponding clause number of the General Conditions is indicated in parentheses. 

1. Definitions (GCC Clause 1) 
 (a) The Purchaser is Chief Executive Officer, ULDB, Dehradun 

(b) The Supplier is ……………………………………….. 
2. Country of Origin (GCC Clause 3) 

All countries and territories eligible to perform Works and Services in India. 
3.  Performance Security (GCC Clause 7) 
3.1 Within 30 days after the Supplier's receipt for Notification of Award, the Supplier shall furnish 

Performance Security to the Purchaser for an amount of 5% of the contract value, valid up to 60 days after 
the date of completion of performance obligations including warranty obligations. 

 
In the event of any corrected of defects or replacement of defective material during the warranty period, the 
warranty for the corrected/replaced material shall be extended to a further period of 12 month and the 
Performance Bank Guarantee for proportionate value shall be extended 60 days over and above the 
extended warranty period. 

3.2 Substitute Clause 7.3(b) of the GCC by the following: 
A crossed demand draft or pay order drawn in favour of ULDB, payable at Dehradun. 

3.3           Substitute Clause 7.4 of the GCC by the following: 
    The Performance Security will be discharged by the Purchaser and returned to the Supplier not later than 

60 days following the date of completion of the Supplier's performance obligations, including the 
warranty obligation, under the contract. 

3.4  Add as Clause 7.5 to the GCC the following: 
In the event of any contract amendment, the Supplier shall, within 21 days of receipt of such amendment, 
furnish the amendment to the Performance Security, rendering the same valid for the duration of the 
Contract, as amended for 60 days after the completion of performance obligations including warranty 
obligations. 

4. Inspection and Tests (GCC Clause 8) 
The inspection and tests shall be carried out by an independent agency or departmental committee 
appointed by the purchaser and the inspections charges shall be paid by the purchaser.  

5. Packing (GCC Clause 9) 
 Add as Clause 9.3 of the GCC the following: 

Packing Instructions: The Supplier will be required to make separate packages for each Consignee. Each 
package will be marked on three sides with proper paint/indelible ink, the following: 
i) Project ii) Contract No. iii) Country of Origin of Goods iv) Supplier's Name, and v) Packing list reference 
number. 

6. Delivery and Documents (GCC Clause 10) 
(a) For Goods supplied from abroad: 

 
Upon delivery of the Goods, the supplier shall notify the purchaser and the insurance company by 
cable/telex/fax the full   details of the shipment including contract number, railway receipt number and 
date, description of goods, quantity, name of the consignee etc. The supplier shall mail the following 
documents to the purchaser with a copy to the insurance company:    
(i) 4 Copies of the Supplier invoice showing contract number, goods' description, quantity, unit price, 

total amount; 
 (ii)  Railway receipt/acknowledgment of receipt of goods from the consignee(s); 
 (iii) 4  Copies of packing list identifying the contents of each package; 
 (iv) Insurance Certificate; 
 (v) Manufacturer's/Supplier's warranty certificate; 

(vi) Inspection Certificate issued by the nominated inspection agency, and the Supplier's factory 
inspection report; and 

 (vii) Certificate of Origin; 
The above document shall be received by the Purchaser before arrival of the Goods (except where the 
Goods have been delivered directly to the Consignee with all documents) and, if not received, the Supplier 
will be responsible for any consequent expenses.  
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7. Insurance (GCC Clause 11) 
The insurance shall be in an amount equal to 110 percent of the CIF or CIP value of the Goods from 
“Warehouse to warehouse (final destination)” on “All Risks” basic including War Risks and Strikes. 

8. Incidental Services (GCC Clause 13)  
No additional services other then covered under Clause 13. 

9. Spare Parts (GCC Clause 14) 
 Add as Clause 14 to the GCC the following: 
 Supplier shall carry sufficient inventories to assure ex-stock supply of consumable spares for the Goods, 

such as gaskets, plugs, washers, belts etc. Other spare parts and components shall be promptly as possible 
but in any case within 15 days of placement of order. 

10. Warranty (GCC Clause 15)  
 (i) G.C.C. Clause 15.2 

In partial modification of the provisions, the warranty period shall be 12/24 months from date of 
acceptance of goods. The Supplier shall, in addition, comply with the performance and/or 
consumption guarantees specified under the contract. If for reasons attributable to the Supplier, 
these guarantees are not attained in whole or in part, the Supplier shall at its discretion either: 

(a) make such changes, modifications, and/or additions to the Goods or any part thereof as may be 
necessary in order to attain the contractual guarantees specified in the Contract at its own cost and 
expense and to carry out further performance tests in accordance with SCC 4;     

(b) Substitute Clause 15.4 of the GCC by the following: 
"Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, within the period specified in SCC and with all 
reasonable speed, repair or replace the defective goods or parts thereof, free of cost at the ultimate 
destination. The Supplier shall take over the replaced parts /goods at the time of their replacement. 
No claim whatsoever shall lie on the Purchaser for the replaced parts/goods thereafter. 
In the event of any correction of defects or replacement of defective material during the warranty 
period,  the warranty for the corrected/ replaced material shall be extended to a further period of 12 
months." 

(ii) GCC Clauses 15.4 and 15.5: 
The period for correction of defects in the warranty period is 7 days.  

11. Payment (GCC Clause 16)
